It is a sad fact about the
world in which we live that time is so often wasted on so
many unimportant things.  This is why Paul commands us

to “redeem the time,” to buy it back, in order to
spend it on more important things (Colossians
4:5).  All of our time needs to be “time well
spent.”  So, let’s discuss some things we should
do that would be “time well spent.”

faith and service to their Lord.  It is “smile-bringing”
to see generations of Christians worshipping side-by-
side in study, supplication, and song.  Without a doubt,
worshipping congregationally is something that is always
“time well spent.”

It is imperative that we understand that time is an
element of this universe that was created for us.  In Genesis
1:14-19, we read the account of God’s creation on the
fourth day.  On the fourth day, He created the “lights in the
firmament of heaven” in order for us to be able to tell the
difference between night and day and summer and winter
and year from year.  God created time for us.  And, just like
everything else He has created for us, He expects and de-
mands that we be good stewards of the time with which He
has blessed us.  So, let’s use our time wisely.  Let’s “buy
back” all of the time that we would waste on frivolous vani-
ties and let’s spend it on the things that will glorify the God
who is greater than words can say.  May God forever bless
us in our endeavor to do so.
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I. Reading the

Bible.
In 1 Timothy

4:13, Paul commands
and encourages Timo-
thy to “give attention
to reading.”  I don’t
think that it’s too much
of a surprise that I
would suggest some-
thing like this.  I mean,
someone who does
something for a living
obviously sees value in
what they’re doing.

However, reading the Bible is not something that is
only beneficial to preachers, it is something that is ben-
eficial to everyone who does it.  At nothing more than
a casual skimming of it, one can pick up the answers to
the “BIG” questions of life. “Where do I come from?”
God created the universe and everything in it, includ-
ing me (Genesis 1-2; Isaiah 44:24). “Is there a pur-
pose to my life and, if so, what is it?  Basically, why
am I here?”  I was created to glorify God in everything
that I do, say, and think (1 Corinthians 10:31; 1 Peter
4:11). “Where am I going?”  Those whose names are
written in the Book of Life will join God in Heaven af-
ter the Judgment and those whose names are not writ-
ten there will be cast into the lake of everlasting fire
(Revelation 20:11-15).  Upon further study of the Bible
(2 Timothy 2:15), one can discover his or her standing
with God—lost in sin (Romans 3:23; Isaiah 59:2; Rev-
elation 21:8).  Also, one can discover how to obtain the
gift of God, by believing in the Gospel’s power to save
(Romans 1:16-17) and acting upon that belief by re-
penting from a sinful lifestyle to serve God and be bap-
tized for the remission of sins (Acts 2:38).  And, one
can discover how he or she should act in this life with
regards to his or her family (Ephesians 5:22-6:4),
friends (Proverbs 17:17), employers and employees
(Ephesians 6:5-9), strangers (Luke 10:25-37), and even
enemies (Matthew 5:43-48).  In all aspects of life, one
can discover how to worship God individually and col-

lectively.  And, the promise is given to us that if
we “meditate on these things” our “progress
may be evident to all” (1 Timothy 4:15).  Read-
ing, studying, and meditating upon God’s word
is something that is always “time well spent” for
everyone and something on which we should all
spend our time.

II. Praying.
In 1 Thessalonians 5:17, Paul commands

and encourages the brethren in Thessalonica to
“pray without ceasing.”  When someone looks
at the life of Jesus, it is difficult to miss how of-
ten and intensely He prayed (Luke 6:12; John
11:41-42; Matthew 26:36-44).  If praying was
something that “God with us” (Immanuel, Mat-
thew 1:23) thought was important enough to de-
vote so much of His life to, should not we, as His
followers, find it just as important?  Aside from
the command to pray and the wonderful example
left to us by our Master, prayer is such an amaz-
ing tool with which God has blessed us.  Prayer
allows unrestricted access to God the Father with
the assurance that He will hear and care for the
Christian who prays in faith (Hebrews 4:16;
Psalm 34:17; 1 John 5:14-15).  Through this
beautiful avenue, we can present our hearts’ trou-
bles and desires to the Almighty God of Heaven

and earth knowing that
He knows how to give
good gifts and do what is
best (Matthew 7:7-11).
Praying is something that
is so wonderful and
something that is always
“time well spent.”

III. Worshipping

Congregationally.
In Hebrews 10:24-25, the
writer commands and en-
courages all brethren not
to forsake “the assem-
bling of ourselves to-
gether” but to “exhort
one another... as you see
the Day approaching.”
Congregational worship
is something that is pretty
awesome.  Not only can
we engage in the two
things we’ve already dis-
cussed (Bible study and
prayer), but we get to do
those things with other
Christians who are trying
