“Don’t different people understand 
the Bible differently?”

	 Unfortunately this is often true.  However, the rea-
son for this is not because the Bible cannot be under-
stood.6 Often, we bring to our study of Scripture a num-
ber of obstacles that  hinder our  understanding.  Some 
of these obstacles are: 

►	 Preconceptions (a preconceived idea about what 
we should do or what God expects).7 

►	 Prejudice (a predetermined inclination in a certain 
direction).8

►	 Religious Traditions (ideas taught by religious 
groups that are not found in Scripture).9

►	 Family background (the way our family has always 
believed about certain matters).10

“How can we avoid these obstacles and  
escape religious confusion?”
The way is simple: 
1.  Commit yourself to follow God’s word what-

ever the cost.11 
2.  Test any idea you may hear or think up your-

self by the standard of Scripture to see if it 
is truly God’s will.12 

3.  	 Be willing to reject anything that you cannot prove 
from Scripture to be the truth.13 And finally...
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
